It would circumvent your Article One Constitutional trade authority, severely limit debate, and prevent amendments. 

Good deals don't need secretive negotiations or “Fast Track.” Only bad deals do. The TPP would hurt U.S. business, send U.S. jobs overseas, and ban efforts to save jobs like the “Buy America” campaign. It would also open American companies and government agencies to complaints before international tribunals seeking $billions in “future lost profits,” and thereby undermine laws protecting our economy, consumers, workers, and the environment. Please oppose any “Fast Track” legislation, the TPP, and similar deals.
