As active voters in [Your State], we call upon you to speak out and vote against the so-called Bipartisan Congressional Trade Priorities Act (S. 1900) and any other legislation to grant “Fast Track” authority for the Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP) or similar trade deals. It would also open American companies and agencies to litigation before international tribunals for $billions in “future lost profits,” and interfere with laws protecting consumers, worker safety, and the environment. “Fast Track” is an extreme and rare procedure—used 16 times in history—that would circumvent your authority, severely limiting debate and preventing amendments. Good deals don't need secretive negotiations or “Fast Track” to pass. Only bad deals do. We urge you to strongly oppose any "Fast Track" legislation, the TPP, and any similar deals.

The American Health Security Act would save hundreds of $billions; facilitate healthcare delivery; express the sense of the Senate that health care is a human right; establish the State-Based American Health Security Program to flexibly address shortcomings the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA, aka "ObamaCare"). The American Job Creation and Strategic Alliances LNG Act seeks to “fast track” liquified natural gas exports by automatically deeming the exports in the public interest. Presented as a response to the Ukraine conflict, the LNG would go to most nations in the world. Production of methane threatens drinking water and the climate. Therefore, we call upon you to vote against S. 2083.
