It would also open American companies and governments to complaints before international tribunals seeking $billions in “future lost profits,” and thereby undermine laws protecting consumers, workers, and the environment. We urge you to strongly oppose any “Fast Track” legislation, the TPP, and any similar deals.
The American Health Security Act would save hundreds of $billions; facilitate healthcare delivery; express the sense of the Senate that health care is a human right; and establish the State-Based American Health Security Program to flexibly address shortcomings of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA, aka “ObamaCare”).
