“Fast Track” would take away your authority by railroading the deal through the Senate. It is a rare procedure—only used 16 times in U.S history. Good deals don't need “Fast Track,” only bad deals do. Therefore, we call upon you to publicly speak out against and vote against S. 1900, any “Fast Track” authority, and against the TPP and similar deals. 

The American Health Security Act would save hundreds of $billions while facilitating access to needed care. It would also express the sense of the Senate recognizing health care as a human right; establish the State-Based American Health Security Program to help participating states establish their own health security program. It would also help states address shortcomings in the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA, aka “ObamaCare”).
