The Strengthening Social Security Act (S. 567) would amend the Internal Revenue Code to more fairly and effectively fund Social Security, direct the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) to prepare and publish the Consumer Price Index for Elderly Consumers (CPI-EC) to more accurately reflect real-life circumstances of Social Security recipients, and amend the Social Security Act to make the CPI-EC the applicable Consumer Price Index (CPI) for computation of cost-of-living (COLA) increases for recipients. Sponsor: Sen. Tom Harkin [D-IA]—companion legislation H.R. 3118. 

The Senate Concurrent Resolution to Protect Social Security (S. Con. Res. 15) "Expressing the sense of Congress that the Chained Consumer Price Index should not be used to: (1) calculate cost of living adjustments for Social Security benefits or benefits for disabled veterans and their survivors, or (2) increase the tax burden on low- and middle-income taxpayers." Sponsor: Sen. Thomas “Tom” Harkin [D-IA]—companion legislation H. Con. Res. 34. 

The American Health Security Act (S. 1782) would "provide for health care for every American and to control the cost and enhance the quality of the health care system," and address the many well-documented problems with the Affordable Care Act (Obama Care). This legislation would also express "the sense of the Senate concerning recognition of health care as a human right; establish the "State-Based American Health Security Program to provide every U.S. resident who is a U.S. citizen, national, or lawful resident alien with health care services; and require "each participating state to establish a state health security program." Sponsor: Sen. Bernard “Bernie” Sanders [I-VT]—companion legislation H.R. 1200.
